Requirements for Membership
There are four requirements for membership at Christ United Methodist Church:

1. A personal profession of faith in Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord.

2. Christian Baptism through any recognized Christian Church.

3. Completion of Membership Class.

4. Signing the Membership Covenant.

Special Considerations:

Existing Memberships:
If you are currently a member of another congregation, we will request a letter of transfer from that church.  If that church will not issue a letter of transfer, we would be glad to notify them in your behalf of your intention to unite with Christ United Methodist Church.

Children:  When a parent or parents unite with Christ Church, their baptized children under the age of 16 are automatically enrolled as “preparatory members” of Christ United Methodist Church unless otherwise requested.  This officially recognizes them as members of our community of faith.  The children may then become full members by taking the confirmation class offered in alternate years for those in grades 6-8, or by taking this course if they are older.

Confirmation:  Youth in grades six through eight are invited to participate in the Confirmation Class that is offered through the United Methodist Churches of the Selinsgrove Cluster.  Beginning in September of alternate years, the class will be offered for approximately 30 weeks and will include a retreat and various field trips.  The course, taught jointly by Pastor Larry, youth ministry leaders and a one-on-one adult mentor, introduces young people to the meaning of Jesus’ call to “Claim the Name of Christ”.

Temporary Membership:  If you are residing in the Selinsgrove area on a temporary basis, and wish to affiliate with Christ United Methodist Church while retaining your membership elsewhere, you may be enrolled as an “Affiliate Member” if you home church is United Methodist, or as an “Associate Member” if it is another denomination or non-denominational.
